St. Joseph Catholic School Parent Financial Obligation

Families that choose to send their children to St. Joseph Catholic School incur two financial obligations.  One is a commitment to pay the tuition for that school year.  The other commitment is to participate in several fund-raisers either through a financial obligation, a time obligation, or both.  Families that only have a preschool child attending are responsible for the Lucky Sunday Fundraiser and one parent working Las Vegas Night Fundraiser, which includes selling 4 tickets.  
The School Board is committed to keeping both tuition rates and the subsidy from the parish-at-large as low as possible. St. Joseph School maintains one of the lower tuitions in the Joliet Diocese due to the fundraising activities of you, the parents.  For many years, our school families have willingly and generously donated their time, talent, and financial resources to hold successful fund-raisers.  We are truly grateful for your continued support.  It is necessary every now and then, however, to remind our families that participation in fund-raisers is not a request, but is an obligation that you agree to take on as a condition of enrollment of your child.
